2012 Funding Guidelines

ELIGIBILITY

· Organizations applying must be classified as a 501(c)(3), or equivalent, by the Internal Revenue Service.
· Organizations must provide services related to the arts, artistic endeavors and provide benefit to residents of Longmont and/or the St. Vrain Valley
· Only one grant per organization will be considered.
· To be considered for funding, a completed application must be included.  The completed application includes only a Summary and Narrative.  At this time, no attachments are requested. 
· Grant applicants are strongly encouraged to create collaborative projects with two or more agencies involved.
· If your organization/project received funding in 2011, please submit a final grant report with your 2012 application.  

RESTRICTIONS

· Proposals will not be considered from projects outside the scope of Arts Galore’s funding focus
· No support for special events or fundraising events

· No support to individuals

GRANT AMOUNTS

· The Arts Galore review committee will consider requests up to $2,000
· Organizations are encouraged to submit proposals for projects with tangible outcomes 

DEADLINES AND RESPONSE TIME

· Proposals are due by 5 p.m. on March 2, 2012  

· Late or incomplete proposals will not be considered for funding
· Proposals may be emailed, mailed or dropped off in person (emailed is preferred)

· A site visit may be requested to get a full sense of the project’s scope and details

NOTIFICATION

· Organizations will be notified of all grant decisions by March 30, 2012
· If a grant is awarded, a completed Letter of Agreement and Grantee Final Report will be required

· Grants will be awarded at April 6, 2012 Grants Breakfast
