This trip was for many of these children 
the first time they had ever spent the night in the mountains. 

� Longmont Legacy provides the resources for a $1,000 scholarship to a student graduating from a 
high school in the St. Vrain Valley who will attend Front Range Community College (FRCC) in the 
fall. Applications and decisions on recipients will be made by FRCC.
