
The 2010 Madeline Marie Molzahn Sherrod Memorial Scholarship

One $1,500 scholarship will be awarded for a high school senior graduating from the St. Vrain

Valley School District in Colorado or from the public school districts of Ainsworth, Hay Springs, or

Wood River, Nebraska. Applicants must be planning to attend an accredited college, university or

community college beginning in summer or fall 2010. The scholarship is renewable for up to 3

additional consecutive years by maintaining a minimum 2.5 grade point average, studying full­

time and completing at least 12 credits per semester, and providing the necessary documentation.

Selection based on:

1). Financial need - major consideration

2). Strength of personal statement

3). Strength of letter of recommendation

4). Church, school and community involvement

5). Academics

Application for this scholarship must include:
-Completed application form

-Copy of Student Aid Report (SAR) received after filing the Free Application for Student Aid

(FAFSA)

-Transcripts including test scores (ACT or SAT)

-One one-page letter of recommendation from someone other than a school counselor

-Submit no more than one page (personal letter) telling why you are applying for this scholarship.

Include in this one page any unusual family, personal or economic circumstances or

responsibilities within your family which might entitle you to special consideration.

-Complete application must be received by March 1, 2010.

-Late or incomplete applications will not be considered.
